Route 96 Bridge Reconstruction Meeting

Following a Farmington Chamber letter to its membership, public officials and area
service agencies, nearly 100 people gathered at DiPacific’s Restaurant on the evening of
October 22 to participate in a DOT informational meeting on the proposed Route 96
bridge reconstruction project scheduled to begin in March 2008.

DOT representatives Lori Maher, Regional Public Informational Officer, Mert
Edwards, Structures
Engineer, and Kevin Bush,
Regional Design Engineer,
conducted the meeting,
outlining and detailing plans
for the complete
replacement of the Route 96
bridge. The bridge
reconstruction should take
seven months: March-
September 2008.

concerned citizens,
participated in the often
lively discussion over the
proposed bridge detour, which they feel will hamper fire and rescue efforts and directly
impact local businesses as well as the overall economy of the Farmington/Victor
corridor. The current planned DOT detour begins (eastbound) on Maple Ave. in Victor to
Boughton Hill Rd. to Rte. 332 in Farmington and back to Rte. 96. The reverse for
westbound traffic. It is about a two-mile traffic re-route. A temporary traffic signal is
planned for the intersection of Boughton Hill Rd. and Maple Street.

According to the DOT officials, the Route 96 bridge, which was built in 1964, has
deteriorated to a Condition Rating of 4.2 out of 7, denoting serious concrete distress and
poor but safe steel structure.

Another DOT informational update will be scheduled through the Farmington
Chamber possibly later this fall or early winter. Keep checking the Farmington Chamber
website www.farmingtoncofc.com or call Rose Kleman, Chamber President, at 315-986-
8182 for information on meeting time and place.

Chamber Presses To
Remove Tolls Between
Thruway Exits 44 & 45

Your Chamber Board of Directors is very
concerned how the reconstruction of the Route 96
Bridge, and the traffic detour that has been set up, will
effect the day to day business of the Town of
Farmington Business District, and the residents. The
Board feels that it would be prudent at this time to
encourage commuters who travel daily within the
Rochester, Canandaigua, Farmington, and Victor areas
to use the Thruway on a regular basis. To facilitate this
for local businesses and the public at large, we
believe this is again the time to reintroduce legislation
allowing the Thruway Authority to issue annual short
distance commuter permits that would provide for
travel at NO CHARGE between interchanges 44 & 45.

The Farmington Chamber has been pro-active in
their effort to minimize the impending economic
impact this project will have on the Farmington
businesses. On September 4, 2007, a letter was sent to
NYS Senator Michael Nozzolio, and NYS
Assemblyman Joseph Errigo requesting consideration
to introduce a bill in their halls to eliminate the NYS
Thruway tolls for exits 44 & 45. The Chamber is urging
this action to assist businesses and protect the safety
of residents.

Farmington Continues to Grow....

| have just returned from a three-week vacation and the New York
Planning Federation Conference in Saratoga Springs, New York. Here's an
abbreviated version of what is happening in Farmington.

Glacier Lakes

Final funding details are being completed by the applicants for the
Glacier Lakes Resort. Once the lawyers are satisfied, then final detailed
plans will be prepared and submitted to the Town Planning Board for
review and action. We anticipate receiving these plans next month and
Planning Board action in December of this year.

Aldi’s

A proposed Aldi’s Grocery Store has been submitted for review by the
Planning Board and the Zoning Board of Appeals. The 17,000 square foot
store is proposed along the west side of State Route 332, south of the
Route 96 intersection and the Farmington Plaza. The Planning Board will
be initiating the review and action process on Wednesday, October 17,
2007.

Dunkin Donuts

A new fast food restaurant, Dunkin Donuts, is coming to Farmington.
The facility will occupy the former Pizza Hut site and will include a bakery
for three other Dunkin Donut Stores. Obviously, it's always good to get
fresh hot donuts and not those trucked in. A building permit will have been
issued by the time this article appears in the newsletter.

Walgreens

Staff have met with a developer from Syracuse who is intending to
construct a new Walgreens Drug Store on land that is now occupied by
DiPacific’s Restaurant. No preliminary subdivision or site plans have been
submitted as of this date. Details on the future for DiPacific’s Restaurant is
still unknown.

Senior Housing

Alloway Manor, a 24-unit apartment building located on Elizabeth Way
is nearing completion. Adjacent to this project is a 32-unit townhouse
project known as Hale Court. This project is complete and being rented. A
grand opening ceremony was held in early September.

Section 2 Auburn Meadows

Section 2 of the Auburn Meadows Subdivision project is seeking Final
Plat Approval. The project is located along the north side of the
Canandaigua/Farmington Town Line Road and will consist of 50 single-
family lots, on public sewer and water. In addition, the completion of Coral
Drive, located in Section 1 of the Project and containing at total of 15 lots
will be part of the Final Plat Approval. Ryan Homes continues to provide a
solution to a strong market demand for residential dwellings that
continues to exist within the Town.

Sanitary Sewer Project - Stonewood

This public sewer project is under construction. It is to connect the 36
lots located in the Stonewood Subdivision, on Green Road, with the public
sewer located along Loomis Road. With this construction, existing
residential sites will no longer need to have bi-weekly pumping service of
their holding tanks and additional development can occur within the
approved subdivision site.

RG&E Substation Upgrading

The Town Planning Board is considering action to approve
improvements to the electrical substation located along the south side of
State Street, at the Town/Village of Manchester boundary line. The
upgrades being proposed are intended to eliminate recent “brown outs”
that have been occurring within the Town of Farmington and the Village of
Manchester.
